SCMS Certifying Authority (“SCMS CA”) Terms and Conditions for Plan Approval 
		
For the purposes of these Terms and Conditions the “Owner” or “Managing Agent” is deemed to be the person or company to whom SCMS CA is providing certification services, and named in section A. on the Application Form

Application for Attestation of Plan Approval
1. The plan approval process cannot start without receipt of a completed and signed Application Form at the SCMS HQ.

2. If a vessel does not complete the plan approval process the plan approval fee will be refunded less any administration fee for work connected with the application. This will be at a level determined by the SCMS CEO.

3. The SCMS Certifying Authority is not required to accept a vessel for plan approval even if the vessel is deemed to be fully compliant in all respects.

4. The Attestation will not constitute a full Class Plan Approval but will confirm acceptance as having successfully demonstrated compliance to an acceptable construction standard for a vessel operating in the specified area of operation.

5. Vessels will by default assessed against Lloyd’s Register Special Service Craft Rules and will be restricted to the hull structure only.  They will not include items such as: rudders, shaft brackets, anchoring and mooring arrangements, structural fire protection, escape routes and other safety factors, engine bearers, mechanical systems, electrical systems, piping arrangements, control systems, towing arrangements, stability, lifting device foundations, deckhouses or weathertight closing appliances. Assessment under alternative construction rules will be considered on application to the SCMS CEO.

6. Any vessel assessed against Class rules is required to be comply in full.  SCMS as a Certifying Authority is not permited to make any inteprations on Class rules and would be unable to accept any equivalencies to the rules.

Invoicing and Payment
7. All plan approval attestation fees relate to costs invoiced via the SCMS head office.  Examiner’s fees for survey work are set by individual Examiners/companies and are invoiced directly by the Examiner/company.  The SCMS cannot mediate or interfere in disputes concerning Examiner fees. 

8. An initial invoice of 50% of the total Plan Approval Attestation fee charged by the SCMS head office will be sent upon receiving a valid Plan Approval Application form.  SCMS head office will only start work on the vessel’s Plan Approval Attestation once this invoice has been paid in full.

9. A final invoice of 50% of the total Plan Approval Attestation fee will be charged on completion of the Plan Approval Attestation and will be required to be paid in full before the approved documents are sent out by the SCMS head office.

10. Non-payment of administration fees will delay the issue of the plan approval attestation. 

11. Failure to settle an invoice in accordance with the stated terms entitles the SCMS to claim interest on the overdue payment. This is in accordance with the Late Payment of Commercial Debt (Interest) Act 1998. Under this Act all commercial debts attract an 8% interest above the Bank of England base rate prevailing at the time of the default, plus any reasonable costs incurred in collecting the debt.

The Data Protection Act and EU General Data Protection Regulations  
12. Under the terms of the operational agreement between the SCMS and the Maritime and Coastguard Agency (MCA), the SCMS is obliged to record and pass on survey and certification information relating to your vessel, including the owner’s name and address. This information will be retained by the MCA for its own use.  The SCMS will not be publish, make this information publicly available, or pass it on to any other organisations or companies.
